A Report

After the successful organization of ‘The World of Rock Art’ exhibitions at Banaras
Hindu University, Varanasi ( 5" to 8" March, 2013), then in Srimanta Sankardeva
Kalashetra (SSK), Guwahati (12" April to 3" May, 2013), at Odisha State Museum,
Bhubaneshwar (18" May to 23" June, 2013), at Pondicherry University, Puducherry (
25" July to 25" august, 2013), at National Gallery of Modern Art (NGMA), Bengaluru
(3 December 2013 to 3" January 2014), at Centre for Heritage Studies (CHS),
Tripunithura, Kerala ( 28" November to 28" December, 2014), at Sangeetha Mahal
Palace Complex, Thanjavur, Tamil Nadu (6" May to 21% June, 2015) and at ASI,
Puratattva Bhavan, Nagpur. The exhibition is now hosted at Regional Science City,
Lucknow in collaboration with the Birbal Sahni Institute of Palaeosciences and Regional
Science City, Lucknow. An exhibition on ‘Indian Rock Art’ was also organized by
IGNCA in the last week of August, 2014 at the World Rock Art Museum, Yinchuan,
China. It remained open for the public till September, 2015. In February, 2016 IGNCA
organised an exhibition on ‘India-China Rock Art’ from 24" February to 27" March,
2016.




As a precursor to the event, a press conference was held by the organizers of the
event on 25" April, 2016 at Regional Science City, Lucknow. The press agencies were
briefed about the significance of the ignored field of the Indian rock art as well as of the
studies and its importance for posterity and the role the media has to play in this regard.
Almost all the important newspapers highlighted the significance of the event which
resulted in a huge attendance at the exhibition, Children’s Workshop and Special
Lectures.

The exhibition at Regional Science City was inaugurated by the Chief Guest on
the occasion Prof. Sunil Bajpai, Director, Birbal Sahni Institute of Palaeosciences,
Lucknow on 26™ April, 2016. Mrs. Veena Joshi, Joint Secretary, IGNCA, was the
chairperson on the occasion and Dr. B.V. Kharbade, Director General, National Research
Laboratory for Conservation of Cultural Properties, Lucknow was the Guest of Honour.
The welcome address on the inaugural function was given by Sh. Umesh Kumar Rustagi,
Project Coordinator, RSC-L. Introduction to the exhibition was given by Dr. B.L. Malla,
Project Director, IGNCA, New Delhi and the Presidential Address was given by Ms.
Veena Joshi, Jt. Secretary, IGNCA. Dr. C.M. Nautiyal, Scientist, BSIP proposed the vote
of thanks.

As a part of the event, a special lecture on the rock art of Uttar Pradesh titled ‘Rock
Paintings in Uttar Pradesh with special reference to Sonbhadra district’ by Prof. D. P.
Tiwari of Lucknow University was organized on 26" April at the auditorium, Birbal
Sahni Institute of Palaeosciences. A special workshop for school children titled
‘Impressions’ was organized on 27" April, 2016 at the exhibition hall at Regional
Science City, where students from various schools of Lucknow actively participated. It
was followed by a special lecture ‘Determining the Antiquity of Rock Art’ by Dr. C.M.
Nautiyal, Scientist, BSIP, Lucknow. Both the Special Lectures were well attended as
students, scholars and rock art lovers from BSIP and other institutions at Lucknow made
their presence in large numbers.

All the events were well received by the people, students and scholar community.
The exhibition, Special Lectures and Children’s Workshop were highly appreciated and
got a very positive response from both print and the electronic media. For instance, the
Chief Guest on the occasion Prof. Sunil Bajpai in his address stressed on the conservation
of Rock art heritage for posterity and also emphasized on spreading awareness about the
importance of rock art in India by involving experts from different fields for the purpose.
Mrs. Veena Joshi, Jt. Secretary, IGNCA in her presidential address expressed the need to
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spread the awareness on the rock art heritage of India among the general public and
school children at large.

Rare rock art forms to be on display

LUCKHOWI Photographs of a rare form of the pre-historic rock art (drawings and markings made by early

man on natural stones) will be on display for the first time along with rock arts pictures from others parts of
UP, France and China at the Regional Science City in April. These were discovered recently at Deogarh in
Sonbhadra district.

The exhibition will showcase more than 100 photographs of the pre-historic rock art sites visited and
documented by a team of scientists from the Birbal Sahni Institute of Palaebotany and Indira Gandhi
National Centre for Arts.

Though the rock art has been found in Sonbhadra earlier as well, a rare form was discovered at Deogarh six
months back. "The artwork found in the pre-historic caves discovered in Deogarh wall has been used as a
canvas filled with figures drawn in about 10 metre wide rock, which is rare," said BSIP scientist CM Nautiyal
who is also the coordinator of rock art documentation exhibition.

Another interesting rock art form for visitors would be the one found at Baghmanawa (tigers' den) near
Vijaygarh fort (of Chandrakanta fame) in Sonbhadra has red hand prints all over the cave.
