L. Object of the Bepori.—The object of the Appropristion  Accounts
and the Report thereon i« to present the andited accounts of all the
expenditure of the vear, whether voted or non-voted, in the form of u
separte uppropristion acconnt for each grant, with the more import-
ant observations which the andit officers consider it necessary to make
as & resnlt of audit investigation. The report constitutes the " Appro-
priation Accounts of the Governor General in Conneil snd the Report
of the Audit Officer thereon’" mentiomed in Rule 51 of the Indian Legis-
lative Rules: it is submitted fo the Committes on Publie Accounts by
the Auditor General i Indin with such comments gs he miy think fit
to make. A copy of the report is uiso forwarded by the Auditor
Genenl to the Secretary of State througl the Governor General in Coun-
<il, ns mquired nnder the statutory rules, with his detailed comments
on the report wnid other comments of o general nature,

The procedure vonnected with the Heport and the disposal of jt com-
lotes the svstem of Parlimmentary control over expenditure ps intro-
hy the reformed constitition.

& Constitution and  Funetions of the Committer o  Publi-
Acoounts —This Committes is o stututory body, . constituted in pur-
suunce of Rule 51 of the Tndian Legislative Rules. for the purpose of
deating with the Audit and Appropristion Aceounts of the Centma| Gov-
emment (now ealled the “Appropriation Accounts of the Contrul Gov-
emment and the Audit Oficer’s Report thereon™) and such  other
matten: as the Finance Department may refer to the Committee. It
consists of not more than 1welve members, including the Chairman, of
whom not less than two-thirds are electsd by the non-official members
of the Legislutive Assembly and the remaining members are nominated
by the Governor General, The Hon'ble the Finanee Member is the

wirman of the Committee and, in the case of an equality of votes on
&ny matter, las i second or casting vote.  The Auditor Geileral in Tndig
and certain Audit Offcers sre usunlly invited to assist in the delibera-
tions of the Committee,

In seritinising the Appropriation Accounts of the Ceniral Govern-
ment and the Audit' Officer’s Report thereon, it is the duty of the Com-
mittes to satisly itself that the money voted by the Agsembly has been

2 [Report, ] APPROPRIATION ACCOUNTS OF THE CHNTRAL

The Committes is entitled to offer criticism und recommendations
upon sny matter discuséed in the Repart or in the Auditor General's
forwarding commoents, whether such matter concerns the sccounts of
expenditure, voted or non-voted, or those of receipta.

The Committec-is not un executive body. Tt has no power, even
ufter the most minute exsmination and on the clearést evidence, to
dieallow sy item or 1o issue an order. It can cnly cull sttention to
un irregularity or to failure to deal with it sdequately, and express ita
apinion thereon and record its findings and recommendations,

8. General Remarks—Tt should be barne in mind, in considering
these Appropriation Accounts and the Report thereon, thut whilst they
are framed on the best information availuble, and, in the great majority
of cuses, after communication with the Departments concerned, they are
necessarily prepared before the Departmental witnessss have been
exumined, and that they do not possess the same degree of authority or
finality as the Report ultimately presented to the Tegislative Assembly
by ita own Committes on Public Accounts after hearing evidence on the
points raised herein. Tt may alzo be remembered that they necessaril
deal only with the smal| percentage of ¢ases which are im ot enoug
to require comment or investigetion, and afford no -indication of the
ahn%rd atthined in the administration of public expenditure taken as
# whole.

4. Distiniction betaween matters relating to voted and non-voted sub-
jects —A distinctien has been maintained in this report between voted
and non-voted subjects, snd the non-voted figores in the appropriation
gecounts have been printed in italics . _

5. Demands for Grants —Under the Government of India Act the
proposals of the Governor (General in Council in respect of moneys
required for expenditure under certain heads are submitted to the vote
of the Legislature. These proposals in connection with the votable
part of the Budget are presented in the form of Demande which, when
socepted, become Grants available for expenditnre within the scope of
the Demund. It is for the Hon'ble tho Finnnce Member to seitle the
form in which the Demands should be presented, bul ordinarily a
separnte Demand ie proposed for each Department of Government.
Fach Demand contains, first, u statement of the total amount required,
then, detaile by the sab-heads under which the Grant will be accounted
far by the Dopartment concerned, and lastly, a detailed estimate under
ench sub-head divided into items,

8. Approprintion Aecounts —For purposes of financisl control, the
grants ganctioned by the Legislative Assembly for voted expenditure and
the appropriations made by the Finance Depsrtment for non-voted ex-
penditure are divided into sub-heads which have been adopted in the
appropriation secounts. The appropristion secounts exhibit in detail
ihe excesses and eavings under individual sub-heads with reference to
which financinl control was exercised during the vear. The excesses and
savings have heen explained under the sppropristion acconnts where

neceseary and poseible.

In & few cnses the expenditure exhibited in the sppropristion
aceounts, has not bean accepted by the Controlling Officers, who wera
invited to furnish explanations of varintions between the sanctioned
grants and the sefual expenditure under each snb-head. Tt was not pos-
sible to reconcile the diserepancies after the accounts of the year had been
closed. ‘T'he report #s based on the booked figures of the account offices
concerned snd it may be necessary in those few cases where figures have

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CHAPFTER Il —CHANGES OF THE YEAL UNDER REPORT.

**A-8—Other supplies and Services”' of Ms. 9,744. This appropriation was
however supplemented by reapproprintion to the extent of Rs. 26,346 between
the dates 26th May 1028 to 20th January 1929 thus giving rise to a saving
of Re. 16,602 over the net modified appropriation. This seems to indicata

an imperfect kmowlodge of the lisbilities which would he forthcoming before
the close of the year.

Frands and Embezzlemonts,

4. About July 1927, information was received in a Custom House that &
certain local firm dealing in watch materials imported from Switzerland was
defranding the revenue by the presentation of false invoices. A magistrate’s
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warrant was obtuived and the Grn's premises wegre seurched, and corres
pondence was seized which tended to show that the Muunger regularly
received two invoices for his goods, one alled “'definitive” wherein the real
value of the Importations appeared, and snother which showed anly ubout
40 per cent. of the "'defimitive”” prices and which was tondered to the Cuostom
House as evidence of value. The cuse was handed over to the police who
srrested the Munager but permitted his release on bail.  When ilie suse came
on for hearing the magistrate framed & charge of cheating ngainst the secused
who pleaded not guiity.  Before the next hearing, however, he throngh his
; ntative, paid Re. 8,000 into the Customn House of which Rs. 1.409
wis ndjusted as duty, the remainder, which probably formed u considerabie
portion of the duty short collected on consigmments received and olenred
during a few years prior to the discovery of the frand, being credited to
Miscellaneous Customs revenue.  When the case wus leard aeain, the
aecused asked permission to amend his plea and now pleaded guilty. It was
pointed ont on his behnlf that he had made restitution as far as he conld and
b Tight sentence was plended for. He was sentenced to simple fmprison-
ment for 1 day and u fine of Bs, 100 an esch of the four charges on which
proceedings liasd been tuken, Investigations made by the Collector showed
that the aconsell lnd made as complets reparation s his Anances would
permit and the Collector, therefore, eonsidered that the accetsed had been
ndequately punished and agreod with the Poliee thut no useful purpose would
be served by procseding with (ho remmining charges. The Toard, to whom
the matter was referred accepted this view.

While mvestigations in tle aliove mse were proceeding, thi same aconsed
mported two more cases of wuteh materials in the game of another frm
aud nttempled to clear them ou fulss fuvoiess. Tt wiae found that under-
mvolcity hind tukien place us In the case provioisly mentioned and that the
conversion of Swiss francs lind beenr affected at the French instend of at the
Swiss rite of exchange. The goods were coufiseuled subject to u rodetpéion
penalty of Hs. 3,000, Appenl sgamst thia decision was mode 1o 1he Board
which upheld the order, observing that the cuse was o pliring example of
the frand of mndervalustion -of goods: supported by fulss invoices

5. In nnuthier came in the suoe Custom House, informstion wis received
that an sttempt wonld be made (o cléar g consigiment of 84 bags of gum
benjiinin from Singapare, the weiglits of which ss declared in both the kil
of entry ond the invaice were lalse, and delivery wan stopped and enquiry
ardared. This showed convlusively il ugaioel W weishl shown ns
ewts. I65-0-17 Ihs. in the gevinine ivvolce, the weight dedlansd in the bill of
entry wos ewta, 1123 qes. 14 e only. The bill of entry and the false
invoice (destrovod durime the investipation) were deall witl v o vouig and
inexperienced exsmining officer in the docks who made o check weighmant
of the-consignment snd raised the declired figure to 123 cwis. This officer,
however, admitted that he did not make lis own selection of the packiges
for check-waighment bol necepted those brought to him by the clearing
agent. For this dereliction of doty he les been dealt with departmentally.
Bat for the partial saving resolting from the meresse in the declared weizhi
aa mentioned above, the loss to Government wonld have smounted to Rs. 407.
The impatlers were called wpon by the Collector of Onstams to show canse

were unable to do this to 1the satisfaction of the Collector and were accordingly

penalised in the sum of Rs. 1,000 and their goods, valued at Rs. 10,000, were-

vonfiscated subjeot to a further redemption pensity of Re. 5,000, The two

penalties amounting v all 1o Ks. 6,000 were puid, together with Rs. 817
charged on account of duty.

An appeal, however, was mude to the Central Board of Revenue which,
in 1unﬂﬁﬁemthn of the firm’s previous good reputation amd the ot that o

inl examination of its trunsactions for o period of 3 months prior to the
detoction of the case unler nppeal yielded an sutively negutive result, gave the
nppellants the benefit of the doubt ppon the question whether there had been
s deliberate sttempt to defrand the revenne snd st pside the direet penalty of
Rs. 1,000

Holding that there had been serious irregularity in the way in which the
Ll of entry was prepared the Board wis unable to remit entively the redemp-
tion penulty of Ra. 5,000 imposed by the Collector of Customs but reduced it
te Ra, 500.*

B8, Tu o third ca=s 0 e same Custom Honse the clearing agents of &
Incal firny presented in Novenber 1985 o ill of entry for two cases-of brass and
copper pivets declaring the value to be 35486 and $24 or 57836 m all und
puid duty amounting to Hee 33, During examnation of goods an error
detectes] in the relative invoice gave rise to u snspicion thet the document was
not genune.  Boguiries were matituted and it was found that the impression
of weertain figure m the suspected invoico as well as in other invoices abtained
from the fimm, cornesponded with that mads by the typewriter in the firm’s
office,  This machine and vwarione  papers i the office were seized on &
senteh warmnt obtained from the Chidl Presidency Magisirate. Invoices
were alsa obtained from e indenting firms through whom consignments
lind beets ondered and under déclarations of value involving o Joss of doty
of Tis. 985 were disecovered. ~Out of this, Re. 360 was subsequently
yocovered e being within the time limit of % months from the date of
tpst shorl wiswstnent. The proprietar of  the firm made 3 voluntary
statement 16 the Collsctor of Customs, entiroly at hia own risk, admitting the
commiadng of # ssries of offences and asking for mercy. The case wns re-
ferred to e Government Bolicibtor and, at his suggestion, was mportied to
the Olief Presidency Mugistrate for investigation by the Police.

The proprieior of the firm was finally prosccoted and found gnilty of these
offences under Seetion 468, Tndian Pennl Code and sentenced Lo two mnouths
simple imprisonment on each chinrge, the sentences {0 rmn coneurrently, and
further to n fine of Re. 200 on each charge and in defanlt fwo months’ [ wrther
sinrpho mprisonment, the sentences to be rim conunrrent.®

7. The shove cies fude o insignificinee when eompared with. the
extonsive frands i vespect of drawhack dldims whieh took place in the
same (Custam House, They were brought fo lght by an anonymons letter
received by the local Commissioner of Police anil handed over ta (b Crsbomes

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Lollectar in January 1923, When sonie of the allegations made in the
lotter were fonnd ecorrect, & compluint was mude to the Police wml dotailed
rinvestigntions were set ou foot, those inside the Custom House being made
by & Customs Officer ploced on Special Duty and those outside being en-
drusted to the Police. The investigations showed that by a series of
208  froudulent  tronsaciions extemling  from April 14 o
January 1925 except for n brief interval from April 1925 to June 1037,
Government was defranded to the extent of Ts, 7,56,26L. The drawhack
records: prior to April 1924 having been destroved, it cannot be said for
vertain that the frauds did not commence sarlier than April 1924, The
frauds were perpetrated by o gang of 12 men outade the Oustom House
assisted from time to time by 12 Customs officinls. Four more Custorms
officials are said to have been privy 1o these frawls,

The “modus operandi’ followed by the swindlers in each case was to
obitain, through confederntes smong the Custom House peons, ariginal bills
of entry relating to large consignments of highly dutiable cargo |
Tor consumption in India and in respect of which drawhack of duty was
unlikely to be climed. From the details available from ihese documents,
they Ym;mred false ghipping bills purperting to relate to the shipment,
several monthe previously, of luge portions of these consignants nndar
claim for dmwhback, To complete the shipping bills sufficiently to enable
drwwback of duty to be claimed, an Esumining Appraiser’s endorsements
of examination, 4 Preventive Officer’s endorsement of supervision of ahip-
ment, & signature porporting to be that of the master of the exporting
vessel in token of receipt of the goods on bonrd uod the initinls and sighatures
of the Superintendent and the Noting Clerk of the Expors Department
of the Custom Houwse wers all forgéd. Tt is reported thot in six cases an
‘Examining Appraiser of the Costom House was prevsiled upon for a con-
siderstion to make false certificates of examination of the goods-in: his own
hand. The names of the shippers recorded on these shipping bills were
completely bogus. Drawhack bills were then prepared in the usual form
and thess together with the shipping bills in duplicate nud the relative
onginal bills of entry were delivered to i confelerate in the Custom House
who infroduced them into the Drawback Departmient and with the assistance
of anather confederste caused them to be rertified ns having heen checked
and found in order. They were then smuggled into the Accounts Andit
Department, where, with the complicity of vet other confederntes. they
were certified as having been audited and found correet and were then
irregularly transferred to the Acconnts Department for payment, At this
stage one of the gang appeared and with oc withont the assistance of a
confederate in the Aecoimts Denartment altained the chegue in pavment
of the boguz elaim from the Cash Department. The cheqmes were speedily
converted fo ensh which was presnmnbly distribnted amongst the confede-
rates.  In the majarity of cases the origina! shinping hilla which bear the
usual endorsement of examination, shipment, cherk, eto., wers destroved
by the confederntes in the Custom House after the perpeiration: of cach
frand with the object of removing as far as possible all tmees of their erima.
while in 0 few eazes the duplicate shipping bills were also destroved.

Out of the 208 frandulent transactions, 25 were prepared for prosecution.
It was, however, decided to institute prosecutions only in respeet of 0 of
these in the first instunce amd on the denth of the leader of the gang ot
this juncture, this mumber was reduced to four, Accordingly 4 coses were
instituted which were all eventunlly committed by the Chiel Presidency
Mugistrate to the High Court Sessions. The acensed in the first case were
one of the omsiders and #n Examining Appraiser of the Custom Hotise.
The fortmer pleaded thst he bad acted under the instroctions of his pvaster,
another of the gang to whom pardon had been fendered s un approver,
in the beliel that the transctions were genuine, He was given (he benefit
of the doubt by the jury and aequitted of all the charges ngainst him.
The latter was [ound guilty of forgery and sentenced to ™2 years’
rigorous imprisonment.  In the second case, the sccused was one of
the gang of oulsiders and he was sentenced to 2 years' rigorons
imprisonment on esch of the threa charges preferred against him, the
sentence on the Srd charge to run  concurrently. In the third case,
the necused who were two of the gang pleaded that they were merely
servauts of their leader who had died and led no knowledge of his
planz, They were given the benefit of the doobt and nequitted.  In view
of the result of this case, the 4th case which was ngainst one of the two
concerned in the Jed was dropped.  Further prosecutions were considered
unmecessary amd Impracticable.

Of the 16 Customs Officinls  who, it is believed, eithir assisted the
swindlors or were privy to the frands, 4 died and 13 were dismissed [rom
servive and obe of these, an Examining Appraiser wus als sentenced by
the High Court ta 2 years™ rigorous imprisonment s already stuted sbove.
It was not found possible 1o prosecute the other 12 men.

The procedure reluting to drawbacks was not seriously af fault but the
connivinee of the subordinates in the various departments of the Custom
House rendered the perpetration of these series of fruuds over n long period
possible, Flow fur the Superior Officers conld have prevented or detected
these frauds, if they had exercised due care and cauvtion, is being mvestigated
with reference to the final report on the frauds furnished by the Collector
of Customs, Some precautionary measure calculated to prevent such
fravds in future hdve already been introduced in consuliation with the
Test Auilit and the possibility of introducing o few more is heing considered
by the Test Audit,

It may be noted in this connection thut in the Test Awdit of the Custom
House for the period ending December 1025 papers were not [orthcoming
in sopport of 116 clhims of dmwbick. The investigations disclossud that
11 of these rélated to fandulent elaims. The Collector states in his final
raport that “‘there seems little doubt that the 11 frandulent claims were
deliberntely withhald from test audit, but whethér the remainder were with-
held merely ns u sereen for the frandulent clnims or beeanse the relevant
documents were not i facl avnilable is n matter of conjecture’.

Orders are yet gwaited on the final mport submitted to the Central
Board by the Customs Collector on these frands.®

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8. The following 2 cases of fraud or sttemph at frsud in another Custom
House are important in view of the incorrect or fulse certifieate given: by
the Preveutive Officers who were responsible for correct sxmmination of the
imported goods.

(o) An iporter filed & bill of entry for & coses of glass bangles under
the proviso to Section 20 stuting that he hud no invoice for the goods. The
confents wete examined in the presence of & Preventive Officer and samples
were seent by an appraiser.  As o result of the exumination, the contents
were stidted to be 2,500 dozen pairs of “Reshmibangles-all others™ on which
the then tweifl value was Re. 156. The duty therpon Rs, 47 was paid and
the gomls clenred. In view of the unusual circumstances of the case,
enguiries were  misde whichh  showed that an inveice should  have been
reecived prior 1o clearance, On demand, the importer snrendored the
invoice according ta which the contents of the import wers 3,000 dozen
pairs colour lined bangles, Dance brand, which probably came wnder the
deseription *"Hollow or tube, all colours'”, on whicly the turiff sulue amounnt-
ed to Hs, 316 and the duty wis Re, 155,

From an exwnination of the importer amd & scruting of the invoice mnd
the indent, the Collector came to the conelugion that the inveice mmest. all
mlong have been in the lands of the importer, that he must have received
the goods according to the invoice snd that he must have resorted to the
procedire puder the provisa o Section 29 with n velw 10 poy less duty,
hoping 1o dupe the customs staff, if he could keep the invoice ont of sight,
When the Collector was considering wlut action should be token against
the importer, the latter tendered the diffotence of oty pnounting ko
Ra. 107 sand it was decided not 1o proveed further in the motter,  As regarnds
the Preventive Ofiicer it whose presence the exatination: of the contents
was pmude, the Callector took the lendent sidw that the former allowed him-
sell to be foolel and to be perstnded thst 000 dogen pairs in eneh of the
B gpses were only 500 dpzen paivs amd warmsd him th be mare careful in
Fatyre.

(0} Tn the other case. a Costoms hroker filed nz the sgent of the bnparter
# ball of entev with the cormeeted invoive on the 4ih March 1999 for 25
cagee of refined caphor tablets, each onss comtaining 80 pormle.  The
ouses aotunlly contnined  camphor powder and weighed el 100 provinils.
The duty accomling to ihe deseription in the hill of entry smounled o
Rs. 422 wherens the correst duty on the goods was Tls, 600, The Appraiser
who passed the hill of entry gove un order to opun anll checkweigh 5 cases.
The next mormnz, the brokor's sem irronged to el an epdorsement from
the Prevemtive (Miicer concerned purporting to have verifind tle deseription
and quuitity as entered in the bill of entry, uithougli s the labter finnlly
admitted he never inspeeted the goods or evin kiw 3 single case.  An out-
ef-clorge ovder wus obtained on the bosiz of this eudorssinent sfter -
ment of the dnty of Hs. 422, That sfterncon, the broker's lerk appriied
for delivers of the goods which hie desoribed in his finoort applicntion s
“Refinod Camphor’.  The Port Truss delivery  clork cutertained some
dsubte as to the rorrect packages he chonld pass in view of another anpli-
cation received on the same duy For "Camphor powder™ aud insisted on

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the production of the coinected bill of entry and swoice beforg delivery.
When the broker's son subsequently Lvonght an inveice, it wis fourd to
be 95 cises of powder aguinst an equnl number of cases of tablets in the
bill of entry and in view of the discrepaney, delivery was declined pending
anguiry by the Coston Huonse,

The investigation wnd  enguiries  nmugle by the  Assistunt  Collestor,
Appruising Department und the Collector left no room for doubt that the
cases actuslly contaived powder, thut the bill of entry coulil huve been for
cases of powder only, as the few cases of tablets in the consignments received
“about thut tinie had already been clenred supported by the correct mvolces,
that the broker had knowingly made s nusdeelurstion in the bill of entry
snd tht his son  and clerk were parties to it. The Collector imposed
penalties of Ra, 950, Rs. 230 und Rs, 50 on these individuils reapectively and
ordered that they should in future be excluded from acting ss clearing agent,
broker or clerk. He also confiscated the goods subject to o redemption penalty
of Rs. 1,000 und if the goods were redeemed, to payment of duty short levied.
As against the possible argument that by this order he was making the
owner suffer for the wvetion of his agent, he held that such sction was
legally correct and that if the importer was innocent, he had & remedy in
the courts mgainst his sgent. The Board on appeal, however, held that
before the penalty of confiscation was adjudged in respect of the offence
committed by the ngent, the Collector of Customs should have come to
a definite conclusion as to the extent to which the real owner eonnived i
the offance and as this was not done in this case and there was nothing
to prove that the agent committed the frand with the knowledge of the
owner, it directed the refund of the redemption penalty.

As regards the Preventive Officer, the Collector stated that bis false
certificate must have been due to dishonest motive or fo gross dereliction
of duty. In view of previous reports snd evidence in this case, the Cdl-
lector nequitted him of dishonest intention and for the gross dereliction
of duty ordered that his increment should be stopped for 24 months and
that he shonld not be employed on overtime work for ove month.*

9. The Sea Custom Act provides for the licensing of private warehouses
nt which dutinble goods may be deposited without payment of duty on the
first impartation thereof. The doty has to be puid on clearanca of the goods
for home eonsumption or on the expiry of 3 years from the date of deposit,
whichever may be earlier, nnless they wre re-shipped to o foreign port
within this period of 3 years under Customs supervision. The owner of the
goods executes a bond hinding himself in & penalty of twice the amount of
duty on the goods for the proper observance of all rules; and the psyment
of duty and other claims on demand. The goods are nnder the custody of

the Customs stafi and they cannot be cleared except with their knowledge
aml under their supervision.

In one soch private warehouse in Calcuita the Bond Inspettor who
visited it on the 14th Aungust 1028 became snspicious and took a complete

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tally of the stock from which it transpired that only 783 packages were
thurJ;. wherens according w his books there should huve been 1,715 packages
cousisting of 1,615 cases of brandy, 147 of whisky, 27 of liqueurs and 26 of
wine. On noticing the irregularity, the Collector eancelied the license und
called on the hicensee who was also the sole owner of the licensed goods
to pay up the duty on the missing goods and to remove the existing goods
o unother warehouss or to pay the duty on them ss well. On failure of
the party to do 50, the existing 783 packages were attached and o penalty
of Hs. 46,600 was imposed on the licenses on aecomnt of the missing pack-
ages,  The subsequent examination of the T84 packages showed thuat 70 of
these were completely empty, 371 contuined various quantities of beer
though no beer had been warehonsed nt all and that bottles were unssing
i most of the remaining packages, The sule of the goods fetched o net
s of Be. 4,069 againgt the full doty of Kz, 49,5706 on the warshoused
goods.  The Chief Presidoncy Magistrate who was asked to collect the
penalty imposed by the Collectar reported that thers was no likelihood of
the amount being realized. The sanction of the Govermment of Indis was
accordiugly obinined to the write-off of the balance of duty of Rs. 44,607,

The warehouse wins onginnlly licensed in 1920 in the name of o LAMPADY.
1 wie subsequently trunaferred in the nine of anotlier comipany and again
i July 1924 in favour of the lleengee in whoss nime it stood at the oo
tie Joss of goods wits pouticed This lvensee. Had wlso died in November
2T and his widow continued to munage the business in the name of her
linsband. ‘Ihere being little property left by the licensee, the Collector
thought that any procesdings againgt the widow on the bond executed by
ber hushand will not produce any result. The investigations made by the
Collector of Costoms go 1o show that no cure wis tuken to see that the
liveuser was solveni before the license was renewed in his favour and thss,
m fact, po enquiry s to the fnaneial conudition of the party wns ut oll
vonsidered necessary in the ense of renewnls,

A complete stock of this warehouse wiis previousty  made by the same
Bond Inspector m April 1928 and found correct.  But it is stutod that he
then checked only the total numiber of coses snd not individual marks or
the contents of the csses. The Collector, when enquired us to bow jt was
possible that whole cases und contents of ciwes wyre removid when the
wirehouse wis under the fock and key of the Bond Inepector, expliined that
there had undoubtedly been clandesting eutry and removal of goods and
thist it would have béen very essy for the importer to get o duplicate key
locally prepured. He states that the loss of goods might have taken place
even prior to April 1928, ax, in that month. the Bond Inspector checked
ouly the outside of cises but not their contents, He confiders it also
possible that the Bond Inspector's repart of April 1928 was made without
his having made a tally, but there is no proof of it.

On the recommendation of the bead of a Salt Source s conl-cutling
winchine wis purchased at a total cost of about Rs. 11,000, with & view to
facilitute the excavation of salt from the Mines, The services of s machine
expert wore also obtained at & cost of about Rs. 900 to jnstal the mpchine
at thie Mine site snd to train the Indian ussistants there. The expert, on
acrival at the Mines, condemmned the mmchine as wholly unsuited for the
conditions of working in India. The machine lny unutilised in one of the
underground chumbers of the Mines for about two years, The matter was
brought to the notice of the Central Bosard of Revenue by the Aundit Depart-
ment and it was suggested that the machine should either be eold forthwith,
before it became wholly obsolete, or that it should be exchanged, in com-
munication with the manufncturers, for snother better adapted to the condi-
tions: of opermtions in India. The Board was also requested to sssesa the
responsibility for the purchase of the machine without adequaia investigation.
The Government of Indis, after & full consideration of the case, decided that
the machine should be sald for what it would fetch and that its purchass was
due to an error of judgment, which error was made bona fide in the belief
that the use of the machine would be to the public advantage. The Indian
Stores Department and the Railway Board who were approached in the
matter regretted their inubility to find any use for the machine. The Board
have, accordingly, decided to exchange the existing machine for an electrically
driven cutter of a chain type which is considered as quite euitable for nse in
the mines. The loss on the exchange is expected to amount to Ra. 4,500.*

Reguiation of Pay of Officers promoted to Class I in the Survey of India

2. Under Rule 2 of the Superior Civil Service Ruoles, 1924, the scalos of

Subsidiary Accounts,

The Bose Research Institute of Calcuttd receives an unnual grant of
Rs. 1,00,000. The condition attached to the grant being that the Govern-
ment Grant for aiy one year should be in the proportion of two tn one of the
income actually demed from the private sources. The Accountant General,
Bengal verifies the income from private sources in respect of the preceding
year before the payment of the Government Grant is made,

Two Income and Ezpenditure Accounts of the Imstitute for 1028.20 are
appended to the Appropristion Account for this Grant, one relating to the
income derived [rom private sources snd another in respect of the receipts
derived from Government Grants-in-aid. The former account relating to the
vear 1027-28 was not inclnded in the previous Report, us the Director of the
Institute expressed himself strongly against being nsked to sobmit soch an
account on the groond that the meome from private sources wae already sub-
ject to the aundit of the Accountant General, Bengal. The uccount for 1928-29
was furnished by the Director under protest. The Pay and Accounts Officer,
Miscellaneous Central Departments, to whom it was submitted, has snggested
the publication of the account for 1928-29 and the balance sheet as at 28th
February 1929.
~ The other Income and Expenditure Account is in respect of the mmm
derived from Government Grants-in-aid. The account does not as in
previona year, include on the receipt side the grant of Rs. 3,000 mads by
Government for the cost of printing, etc. This omission was reported fo the
Government of India in Avgust last, but their orders have not yet been
received.

2. Cenlral Museum —The provision for the establishment employed in
the Art Gallery and Art Bection of the Indian Museum which used to be
made under the sub-head ‘Pay of Establishmenis' has been shown in the
Demand for 1028-20 in a lump sum under the head ‘Grants-in-aid’. This
change in procedure is stated by the Pay and Accounts Officer, Miscellaneous
Central Departments, to be due to an order of the Department of Education,
Health nnd Lands in which it was stated that the Government of India did
not congider it necessary for the Government of Bengal to submit o detailed
budget in respect of this establishment. The Indian Museum consists of
severnl sections out of which the Art SBection (including the Art Gallery) and
the Museum Staff for the general management of the Musenm are divectly
under the control of the Trustees. The establishment of the Art Section
and the Art Gallery, formerly attached to the School of Art, Calcutta, was
transferred to the control of the Trustees from April 1926. Tt has been
decided by the Government of Indin that this establishment (excepting new
recruits) shonld be treated as employees of the Central Governient and paid
from Central revenues, i.e., as permanent and pensionable Government
servanis, ss they were prior fo transfer. The Staff emploved in the office of
the Trustees are not Governmnent servants.
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Althongh the bulk of the income of the Central Museum, Caleutts, is
derived [rom grants-in-aid  the Pay and Accounts Officer, Miscellaneous
Central Departments does not consider it necessary to append an account
showing the receipts and expendiiure af fhe Museum as the entire expendi-
ture met out of the grant-in-aid is subject to Government Aundit and as the
receipts are also sudited by the Accountant General, Bengal. The andited
sccounts in respect of the Indian Museum are also submitfed annually to
the Government of India by the Accountant General, Bengal.

The geneml question of the financial responsibilities of Government
towards the Indian Museum (including status of the servants) is still under
the congiderstion of the Department of Education, Health and Lands, The
Government of Indie are, it is understood, awaiting the detailed views and
observations of the Trustees on certain questions mised in June 1929.

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IMPORTANT COMMENTS.
Miscellaneous Irreqularitios.

The Btoms Porchase Rnles framed by the Government of India require
that articles which nre not manufactured in Tndin—barring  lew specifically
exempted by the Government—should be obtained by indent upon the Stora
Depariment, London. The purchuse of such articles in India is, however,

permitted,
(1) when they are already in the country at the time of order or on
their way oot ; and

(2) when their price and quulity are not nnfavourable as compared with:
those nt which similar articles conld be obtained through the
Store Depactment, Tondon.

The violstion of these conditions in o lurge number of cases was brought
to the notice of the Head of the Department who, however, stuted that they
ahould not be enforced in audit, in as mmeh a9 the comparison prescribed by
the rules was not i practicable proposition for n variety of reasons and that
Tndia woulil be the sole theatre for the receipt of tenders with the insvgurs-
fion of the new rupee tender system. It was, thereupon, pointed out by
Audit that it was bound by the mles. as they stood, and if, for any reason,
they were considered imprantieable the proper procedure wonld be to get them
smended suitably with the sanction of the Government of Tndia. The Gov-
ernment of Indin who were appronched by the Head of the Department in
the matter, agreed to waive the first condition, but were of dpinion that tfis
compurison proscribed under the rule should continye to he made ®

8 Open orders of considemble magnitude nsed to be placed with the
Indian Agents of foreign mmfactirers for the supply of spure parts for
dragline excavators. on the ground of ungency, either by the Indinn Stores
Depurtmant or by the mdentor direct, to be followed up in fhe latter oase
by the formal arders of the Department, Confirmators orders were fssned
sabseently on receipl of detailed quotations from the firm.

Faulty odmanisteation of Crant (Bonibay),

The appropriation Rs. 1,001,705 under the sub-head ' C—Corency Note
Printing Press-C-2-Pay of Establishient ** showed s saving of Ra, 11,873
only. A sum of Hs, 16,600 was, however, withdrawn from this suli-head on
18¢h March 1029, thus emiising un excess of Ra. 4,627 over the net modified

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Losses due to carclessness or neglect of rules.

2. A Depuly Commissioner was verifying the bulances in the Currency
Chest of s District Treasury on the 1st February 1028. At the same time the
members of the Treasury Staff, including the peon and the punkha puller,
who had just finished counting the notes in the Currency Chest, were counting
the notes in the tressure chest, The freasury Officer received back 2 bundles
of 6 rpee notes duly counted by the stufl and kept them together with other
bundles, on the lid of the treasure chest, ready for the Deputy Commis-
gioner's verification. The Treasurer, the shrof snd the Treasury Officer
were watching while the notes were being counted. Once the Treasury
Officer happened to go out of the strong room and stand just outside the door,
reading some riles on the process of verifieation for the information of the
Deputy Commissioner.  After all the notes had been counted some of the mem-
bers of the Treasury Stafl were nllowed to leave the strong room by the
Deputy Commissioner, who was not aware that they had been w
counting notes in the trensore chest. When he verified the treasury .
he found that 1 bundle of 100 notes of the value of Bs, 5 wuas missing.
The Police investigated the ease but could not detect the thisf.

The loonl Government ordered that as the loss was due 1o the careless-
nese of the Treasury Officer, it should be recovered from him.*

3. While taking over charge of o District Treasury on the 27th Aug
1027, n Deputy Commissioner verified the balance in the Currency
by comnting all the bundles of notes and the contents of onlv 4 certain

partion of them. Each bundle contained 10 small hundles of 100 Ei::ﬂ
each. On the 1st Seplember 1027 when verifying the balinces he detected
a shoringe of Rs, 5000 in 10 rupee notes. As there were Do Currency
transactions during the interval hetween the 27¢h August 1927 and the 1st
Beptember 1027 the presumption s that the shorfage oceurred during the
time of hiz predecessor, lint the probable dite is not acertainable.

The shortuge las been mude good by the Treasarer,  Neither the Depuly
Commissioner nor the Commissioner have reason to doubt the honesty of the
Teeasurer or the Treasury Oficer. The suppasition is thiat some one of the
Subordinats stall of the treasury (Shroffs, Potdirs and Peons) purloined the
notes (6 bundles of 100 pieces oncll during the operstion of making up the
notés inlo hundles snd placing them i the chest.  Af some period in the
proceedmgs hoth the Treasury Officer und the Treasurer most hove omitted
to pay close attention to the work of the Sub-Trenmury Stuff. The Treasory
Oficer wsed to koep his Currency keve in an unlocked hox in the bt roonm
intend of on his person.  He was also formd st Jeast onee outside (he strong
poam when it was apen, The Treasary wis lnsp inspected by the Tieputy
Commissinner in Decenibior 1926 wnd the one dogin June 1997 was not earned
oul. The shortnges were in the bindles af the bottom of the Ohest ani
upparenily sscaped detection’ during the monthly verifications.

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 The local Government held that as the Treasurer slone wos responsible
and snswerable foe the property in lis chiarge and for every part thereof the
recovery of the whole of the loss made from him was justifisble. The
Tressury Officer wlso lns been censured for his gross carelessness which facili-
tated the loss.*

Frauds and embezzleoments,

4. A Military Police escort consisting of n lance-naik and two sepoys,
accompanied n remittance of Re. 11,001 from » sub-treasury to the -
quarters tressury. On mmivel at the rail-hend at nbout 8-30 P.M. one sepoy
went for his meals, while the other sepoy and the lince-naik remsined with
the treasure at the Railway Station. On the return of the former after an
hour there wus no trce of the treasure or the two men. The absconding
sepoy hos been arrested, No truce of the absconding lance-naik lss been
found, nor is there uny prospect of recovery of the treasure except 4 sum of
Re. 88 which was found on the person of the arrested sepoy; this was con-
fizeated by the ender of the Court and adjusted wowards the loss.  The sepoy
has been convidted and sentenced to A years' rigorous imprisonment. The
escart in this case was sufficient for o remittance not exceeding Rs. 10,000
anlv, but as the roles relating to the strength of escorts are not i
in the books supplied to Sub-Treasary Officers, the local Government did
not hold the Sub-Treasury Officer responsible for any part of the loss, The
local Government ure taking steps to see that all sub-treasury officers are
supplied with copies of the preseribed scales of escort and that treasure is nok
sent with an inadequate escort. The irrecovernble halance of Re. 10,913 has
bean written off by the Govérnment of Tndis, Finance Dwpartment.®

Loss due to theft.

6. Certain thefls of currency notes totaliing Rs. 1,385 occwrred in the
Currency Note Press during the course of the year. Out of this 4 sum of
Rs, 977 was recoverd by sale ol the property of the seonsad in one case,
Ra. 105 wore mado good by the Contral Department of the Press und a uote
al Ba. 5 hus not been paid st any Government Tregsurcy il the end of the
ser 1028.20. The net Joss was, therefore, Ra, 098 which was written off
by the Government of India,

Tor s e in respect ol 105 fpn Tuped totes, (e thelt wos o continuing
ape. It wae renderad possible by insufficient suporvision snd also by care-
lesaness on the part of the watch and word.  Dopartmental action lias hean
talen aguinst Wil persons responeible for (he theft. The Cluefl Supervisor
and the Assistant Supervisor were removed from their probationary appoint-
ments anud given lese responsible work. The control Depariment has besn
averhauled and reorganised.  The Polica were nblo fo trace the sotual thief
and he was convicted and sentenced to rigomus imprisonment and fine.
